Readings Theme: Suffering and Glory
Genesis 15:5-12, 17-18

The Transfiguration teaches us that in order for Jesus to enter into
Philippians 3:17-4:1 His glory, He must suffer and die first. As for our suffering, we now
Luke 9: 28b-36 have a redemptive purpose for it.

The New Exodus

Before we reflect on the Transfiguration event,
we must know what occurs before this passage. Jesus
predicts for the first time his passion, death, and resur-
rection. In response to Jesus’ prediction, Peter rebukes
Jesus which in turn causes Jesus to rebuke Peter “Get
behind me Satan™. Peter, and most likely the other elev-
en, can not accept the fact that their Lord must suffer
and die. Jesus must show them that this is necessary, so .
He takes them up the mountain where something special ¢
will happen.

Note the similarities between Jesus and Moses in
this passage. Both ascend a mountain and take three
others with them. Jesus’ face is changed and Moses’ face is chancred w hen talkmo to
the Lord. Moses appears in the scene conversing with Jesus about his upcoming ex-
odus. The last point is the lesson Jesus wants to share with Peter and the rest of the
apostles, that His passion and death is an exodus to eternal life. Scholars comment-
ing on the crossing of the Red Sea by the Hebrews in the Old Testament is the defini-
tive moment where the Hebrew people become God’s chosen people. At the bank of
the Red Sea they were still slaves to the Egyptians, but once they cross through the
waters they become free and blessed people of God. Likewise, the three apostles Pe-
ter, James, and John get a preview of the new and definitive exodus led by the new
Moses, Jesus Christ. Jesus’ passion and death is His movement to a new and eternal
life. What is being laid to rest is sin, suffering, and death itself. What lives on forev-
er is His resurrection. But to get to the resurrection He must suffer and die.

As for us, Baptism is our exodus. Through the waters of Baptism, we lay to
rest our old self, and we die with Christ so we can rise with Him to a new life. OQur
physical death changes from a curse into a passage way to eternal life. Like Christ
who suffered and died, we too will undergo sufferings and a physical death; and like
Christ we will also rise to new life with Him.



Where did the Stations Come From?

The first we hear about the ‘Way of the Cross’
comes from St. Jerome (342-420) who while living
in Bethlehem comments on the large group of trav-
elers coming to Jerusalem to make ‘The Way of the
Cross’. (This does not mean that it wasn’t done
earlier, just that this is the earliest mention of it.)
When Moslem Turks blocked access to the Holy
Land in the 1400’s, reproductions of The Way of
the Cross began to spring up all over Europe. By
the end of the 17th century churches began to have
stations of the cross placed inside the building. This
was not the official practice until 1742 when Pope
Benedict XTIV decree that churches should contain
fourteen stations depicting the Way of the Cross.

Eight Reasons to Prav the Stations of the Cross

1. They allow us to place our trust in Jesus
2. They put us into the story
3. They remind us that Jesus suffers with us
4. They compel us to action
5. They help us to make a decision for or against Christ
6. They reveal God’s response to the evil in the world
7. They give us certainty of the love that God has for us
8. They guide us from the cross to the resurrection
