SACRAMENTS 
 

Sacrament of  Baptism- The sacrament of Baptism is ordinarily 
celebrated immediately following the 11:30 a.m. Mass on Sun-
days.  Please call the Parish Office at  least two months in ad-
vance in order to make arrangements.  Parents must be regis-
tered in the parish and active for at least three months prior to 
the Baptism.   
Sponsors must be canonically eligible. 
Certificates of Eligibility– sponsorship at Baptism or Confirma-
tion requires that a person be an active, registered member of 
the parish three months prior to receiving the certificate of eligi-
bility.  Please contact the Parish Office for more information. 
Sacrament of Marriage- Please call the Parish Office at least 6 
months before the proposed marriage dates in order to arrange 
for the necessary preparation. An appointment is necessary 
before a wedding date may be scheduled.  Parish and Diocesan 
pre-marital classes are required.  Only parish guidelines 
will be followed in planning the marriage ceremony. 
Order of Christian Funerals- At the time of death,  con-
tact the funeral home of your choice.   
The funeral home will then contact the Parish Office.
